Explanation of contents on CD

Included on the CD, the Raton Availability report is included in PDF format. In a separate folder are the individual figures and appendices (Report_Figures) in PDF format. 
The folder Spreadsheets has the following Excel tables:

RatonResources – Resource compilation from linked tables for all the zones and restrictions from the amls. Each zone has a tab that has all the resource results for that zone. The tab named charts has the resulting tables and figures included in the report. There are two tabs in this worksheet – Raton Quality and Vermejo Quality. These contain the weighted averages for both formations and the tabulations seen in the report.

SeamData - contains the statistical data for thickness and tops of coal zones as well as rider information.
Other spreadsheets in the \Spreadsheets folder are linked to these tables.

The Access database (RatonAvail.mdb) is a compilation of the cbm well data and mine data used for the project. It contains location, lithology, and stratigraphy (incl. zones) tables related on the Bore Id. Stratigraphic and coal zone data were from numerous cross section correlations done in Rockworks and exported to this file.
While compiling the data for this report, I constructed an ArcMap project to create some of the buffering layers and to visualize the data. ArcMap 8.2 was used to create the project. This project (Raton_Avail) is on the CD as well. Many of the figures in the report are derived from this project (\Report_Figures). The other folders on the CD contain shape files and data points used for this ArcMap project. The associated files for the ArcMap project have no associated metadata files. 
This project was constructed mainly to visualize different stages of the availability project and produce some of the figures for the final report. Metadata is not complete for many of the shapefiles. Most shape files were acquired from the RGIS ftp site http://rgis.unm.edu/data_entry.cfm either for Colfax County or for the relative quadrangles. Some of the data, such as the buffers were derived from features such as lakes, rivers, roads, etc shape files by applying buffers defined in the report text to create masks for the coal resource evaluations. The geology files used in the ArcMap project are from the New Mexico Bureau of Geology 2003 1: 500,000 map, referenced in the report. The Van Bremmer and Vermejo Park shape files are from open file reports by Pillmore also referenced in the pdf report.
